ConclusionsConclusions

• The applying of the SDI readiness index revealed the current 
obstacles in SDI development in Latin-America and the Caribbean, 
and could help to define strategies to surmount them.

• Regarding the State of Play Study, most of the countries studied are 
developing a truly national SDI. The issues on organizational-
educational and spatial data and services availability are too 
developed. However, issues on legal framework, prices, financing 
are less developed in general. 

• Using SDI readiness indices could support policy makers in the 
development of successful strategies for establishing and 
maintaining SDIs by identifying the main obstacles of UNSDI-
development in many countries

• Research projects on SDIs like RGI-005 and CYTED – IDEDES 
Project could support the UNSDI strategy
